We have researched teaching and learning in a 
co-educational environment meticulously and all our
students benefit from the review of classroom practice 
that this has entailed. No concessions were or have 
been made to the curriculum concerning co-education: 
we believe that what we provide is challenging and
stimulating and that all subjects are ones in which all our
students can and will find satisfaction and success.

Equal opportunities in the classroom not only develop
academic potential more fully: they also do it more quickly.
Almost all classes (Mathematics is the exception) are taught
in mixed ability groups in which students who are stronger
academically are mobilised to support those who are
weaker in pair and group work and class discussion 
and interaction.

Single sex education has the tendency to promote
stereotypes. Co-education challenges these and broadens
the range of both teaching and learning styles significantly.
