The School follows a two week t im etable with lessons of 50 m inutes in durat ion. 

Below you will find a sum m ary of the m ain topics covered in Year 6,  the nam e of the 

coordinator of the subject  and an indicat ion of the number of per iods pupils have of 

each subject  per for tnight .  

English  Mrs Mills 9 per iods 

The curr iculum is var ied and covers a wide breadth of writ ing genres with the children 

experiment ing with non- fict ional and fict ional pieces. The grammat ical com ponent  

again is broad with a var iety of features and styles being ut ilised, consolidat ing work 

from Year 5 such as;  sub-ordinate clauses, inter ject ions and formal/ in- formal 

language. Pupils will also look at  edit ing and redraft ing of work with a focus on the 

or igins of specific language and techniques. 

Maths M iss Hendrie 1 0  periods 

Consolidat ion of numeracy skills from  Year 5. Progressive inclusions within the main 
topic areas such as:  Number, Fract ions and Decimals, Data Handling, Shape and Space 
and Measures.    

Science  Mrs Chambers 5  periods 
The pupils experience lessons which aim  to develop pract ical skills, scient ific 

knowledge and understanding in order to provide a suitable foundat ion for further 

learning. The following topics are covered over the course of the year: Evolution and 
Inheritance, Human Body (Digestive and Circulatory system), Light, Classification and 
Properties of materials. 
Hum anit ies Mrs Gale  8  periods 

This is split  into a select ion of geography, history and religious studies topics which 

the children study over the course of the year. The following units are covered:  

Victor ian Britain, The Environment , Judaism and World Religions and Britain Since 

1930s.  

French  Mrs Phillips 2  periods 

A major proport ion of the t ime will be allocated for children to experiment  with 

language orally and consolidate the skills int roduced from Year 5. Progressive mater ial 

and skills will be taught  and int roduced and include:  Time, Daily Rout ine and School 

Life.  

Spanish Mrs Philips 2  periods  

The largest  proport ion of the work will be oral cont r ibut ion, allowing the pupils an 

opportunity to experience speaking and listening and to develop enthusiasm for the 

language. The following areas will be covered:  Basic count ing and colour work, 

I nt roductory phrases, Adject ives, Body Vocabulary and Basic Meet ing/ Part ing Phrases. 

A wide select ion of skills are int roduced and consolidated throughout  the year. Areas 

of coverage include:  Studying work of art ists, st ill life paint ings, text iles (Bat ik)  and 

figure drawings.

A wide select ion of skills are int roduced and consolidated throughout  the year. Areas of 

coverage include:  Designing and making Gear wheels, Br idges, Clocks and a 2 week 

Food Technology unit . 

Music Mr  Bishop 2  per iods 

I n Year 6, music lessons comprise of short , fun act iv it ies designed to pract ise and 

develop basic musical awareness. The main areas of focus are;  Gamelan, Christmas 

Product ion, Swing, Blues Song Writ ing, Silent  Movie and Music Technology. 

I CT 2 per iods 

The children are assessed on touch typing skills int roduced in Year 5 and work on 
ability specif ic programs to reinforce addit ional learning and proficiency.  

PE Mr Buckt in 2  per iods 
Throughout the year pupils will participate in the following areas of focus: Speed, 
Agility and Quickness (SAQ), Ball skills, Gymnastics and movement, Striking skills/
Racket skills and Athletics. 
Gam es and Key Skills Mr Buckt in 7  per iods 

Boys follow a programme of Rugby (Autumn Term) , Football (Spring Term)  and Cricket  

(Summer Term) ;  whilst  the gir ls follow a programme of Hockey (Autumn Term) , Netball 

(Spring Term )  and Cricket (Sum m er Term ) . Students are grouped by abilit y and there is a 

focus on both individual and team  skills which are supported by Key Skills lessons, after 

school pract ices and the opportunity to play com pet it ive m atches 
 
Sw im m ing Mr Bygraves 2  per iods 

Pupils are grouped on ability  and focus on st roke development  and proficiency in all 3 

main areas which include:  breast  st roke, backst roke and front  crawl with an em phasis 

on t im ings and distance. But terfly and water polo may be int roduced to pupils showing 

competent  levels. 

Dram a Mrs Mills 1  per iod 

Pupils have 1 standalone drama lesson but  English teachers are encouraged to ut ilise 
English lessons to embed drama themes and skills dur ing the English curr iculum. 
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
